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Be It Enacted by the Legislature of Alabama:

Section 1. Thirty days after the date this act becomes appli-
cable, in Hale County, a special indexing fee of five dollars (35)
shall be paid to the county and collected by the judge of probate,
with respect to each real property instrument and each personal
property instrument that is filed for record in the office of the
judge of probate and for the recording of other instruments and
documents in the probate office in the discretion of the judge of
probate of the county. No instrument shall be received for record
in the office of the judge of probate unless the special indexing fee
of five dollars ($5) is paid thereon. The special indexing fee shall
be in addition to all other fees, taxes, and other charges required
by law to be paid upon the filing for record of any real property
instrument or personal property Tastrument, and for the recording
of other instruments and documents in the probate office in the
discretion of the judge of probate of the county. All special index-
ing fees collected shall be paid into the county general fund.

Section 2. This act shall become effective immediately upon
its passage and approval by the Governor, or upon its otherwise
becoming a law.

This Act became a law under Section 125 of the Constitution
on May 21, 1996 without approval by the Governor.

Section 1. Sections 36-1-7 and 36-29-22, Code of Alabama
1975, are amended to read as follows:

“§36-1-7.

“(a) There is hereby established an employee suggestion award
program for employees of state government, including employees
who are under the merit system and those who are not under the
merit system. Under the program, cash or honorary awards may

be made to state employees whose adopted suggestions will result
in substantial savings or improvement in state operations.

“(p) There is hereby established an employee suggestion award
board which shall be composed of the finance director, the budget
